Queensland head, the truck rolled side-over-side for two complete revolutions, before finally
coming to rest 26.7 m below on its wheels. The driver suffered injuries that
required hospitalisation overnight. Between the supervisor inspection at the start
of the shift and the time of the incident, the standard of the tip head had
deteriorated significantly. The tip head was not to standard, being too narrow
and misaligned, resulting in the truck backing up at an angle to the edge.
